Brazilian Policies to Develop Its Cultural Industry     
  Brazil is a nation of multi-cultural identity.  Before the 1980s its cultural industry was supported mainly by the government.  Since the establishment of the Ministry of Culture in 1985, private sector has been encouraged to support the development of cultural activities. In 1999 President Cardoso restructured the Ministry of Culture and started to allocate more funds for the governmental organ. In 2003 President Lula also made institutional reforms of the Ministry and implemented several policies to promote the development of the cultural industry.
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
