Reform of Mexico’s Electoral System under the Salinas Adminstration
During the Salinas administration three constitutional amendments were made regarding the distribution of the congress seats, electoral procedures, etc. These reform measures increased independence of the congress, changed the relations between the legislature and the executive institution, deepened democratic development, and increased credibility of the elections.  Moreover, the reforms helped lay down the foundation of a multi-party system and facilitated the shift of the Mexican political system towards increased democracy.

The motivations of these reforms included: 1) the opposition became all the more powerful whereas the PRI fell weaker and weaker; 2) consciousness of political participation of the voters was greatly increased; and 3) the Salinas administration recognized the importance maintaining political stability.
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
