Venezuela’s Relations with the U.S. under the Chávez Administration


Since President Chávez came to power, the United States relations with Venezuela have become more and more tense.  The U.S. confrontation with Venezuela centers on ideological differences, energy policy and diplomacy. However, the rhetoric confrontation between the two countries will not lead to a cut-off of their diplomatic ties. Apparently, in the economic sense, particularly in supply and demand of energy, each needs the other. Therefore, it can be predicted that the U.S. will not use military power to overthrow the Chávez administration, and Venezuela will continue to pursue an anti-U.S. but pragmatic policy.   
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
