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Latin America’s population growth rate reached its unprecedented high rate of 28.5‰ in the first half of the 1960s. This peak appeared in Latin America five years earlier than in Asia and twenty years earlier than in Africa. By 2000~2005, however, the growth rate dropped to15.6‰.

Latin America is now at the “golden” stage of keeping a relatively young age. At this stage labor forces tend to account for a greater percentage of the whole population. Though there is an urgency of job creation, it is still beneficial to the development of productive forces in the region.


Another notable demographic trend in Latin America is related to international migration. In the past Latin America was a recipient of international migration. In the recent decades, however, the region has been the origin of emigrants.
