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Regarding genetically modified (GM) beans, Brazil is advanced in production and scientific research. It has laws and regulations for the production and sales of the GM bean. However, due to lax law enforcement, farmers in Brazil’s southern areas smuggled GM bean seeds from Argentina. Monsanto, the American company that holds the patent of GM bean, tolerated the action first, but charged royalties when the farmers became heavily dependent upon the plantation of GM bean. As the fourth largest bean producer and the largest bean consumer in the world, China should learn the Brazilian lesson by strictly implementing the policies regulating GM bean production.
