RELATIONS BETWEEN ECONOMIC AND SOCIAL DEVELOPMENT IN BRAZIL（pp.12—17）

Brazil is no longer a poor country as its GDP percapita reached $1100 as early as in 1974. However, Brazil is not a just country. Its income distribution is highly unequal, regional disparity is wide and differences among the nationalities are seriously sharp.
  The unbalanced development between the economy and society could be attributed to such factors as concentrated land ownership, backward development of the education system, high inflation, and lack of investment.
  Despite the shortcoming, the government has long been making efforts to alleviate inequality. President Lula’s “Zero Hunger Plan” is a typical example in this regard. Evidently, the great challenge for the Lula administration is how to materialize this grand plan.
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
