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In terms of export volume and export structures Mexico’s international competitiveness has been on the rise since it started to wage the reforms. The export boom, however, also comes at a high price. For instance, the disparity of productivity between the enterprises making exportable goods and those producing non-exportable products has grown more spectacular. So has the disparity between the domestic enterprises and their counterparts in the developed countries. 
  Given the weak exchanges between different enterprises and sectors, there was few autonomous technological innovation and, new technologies, if any, could not spread effectively, thus further reducing the demand of the enterprises for them. This shortcoming, along with the fragile relations between domestic research institutions and enterprises, has jeopardized the capacity of domestic innovation.
  All the above factors have created such an outcome: maintaining economic development needs more reliance upon foreign technologies, which contributes to the modernization of the domestic enterprises and rise of their international competitiveness. However, in the 21st century, Mexico still faces the difficult task of reducing dependence upon foreign technologies
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
