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Latin American countries have been conducting a significant adjustment on their social policy since mid-1990s, aimed at strengthening redistribution of social expenditure, restructuring the social security system, offering more basic social protection to the poor, and reforming the management mechanism. Now that current widespread poverty and unfair social distribution in the region are caused by a variety of complicated factors, it will take a long time to finish such a huge task. The regional countries have to attach great importance to establishing a comprehensive and effective social security system along with a social policy system. Policy-making and administration of the government will play a key role in this regard.
