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“Latin American Phenomenon” is the concept used by many Chinese scholars to describe the imbalances between economic growth and social development, between the urban and rural development, between market forces and state intervention, and between opening the door and protection of the domestic market.
China’s GDP per capita is now equal to that of Latin American countries in the 1960s or 1970s. China can learn some lessons from the so-called “Latin American Phenomenon”.
