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The Organization of American States (OAS) is one of the international organizations that have the earliest experiences of engaging itself with election observation. Such actions have been implemented according to strict regulations and rules. Since 1990, observation by OAS, protected by legal means, has contributed to the development of Latin America’s democratization process. In a certain extent, the observation has helped most of the host countries to keep the general elections free and fair.
