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Latin America’s security challenges come from both internal and external sources. Externally, they result from terrorism, drug smuggling, refugees, border disputes, hegemonism, power politics, etc. Internally, they refer to the fragile democracy, weak governability, economic crisis, unemployment, poverty, social unrest, ethnic conflict, etc. 
Bilateral and multi-lateral meetings and consultations have been held to deal with this issue. After the September 11 attack cooperation between the United States and Latin America in the area of anti-terrorism has been proceeding forward smoothly. Latin America needs the support from the U.S., and vice versa. However, Latin America and the U.S. have different views and attitudes in this regard. Many Latin American countries are against the U.S. for its actions of intervening in the affairs of Latin America in the name of fighting against terrorism.
