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Modernization is a process of social transition from a traditional society to a modern society. Therefore, for any region or a country that has embarked upon this process, there should be starting point.
Scholars around the world have different views regarding the definition of a starting point for modernization in general and in Brazil in this case-study. In my view, the staring point for Brazil’s modernization process should be the 1930s. This conclusion is based on the following facts: 1) The 1930 revolution brought the bourgeois to political stage, thus laying the political foundation for the modernization process in Brazil. 2) After the 1930 revolution, there was an emerging force that supported the modernization efforts in the country. 3) After the 1930s the industrial sector started to play a more important role.
