An Analysis of Brazil’s Governability

Brazil’s problem of governability was resulted from its traditional practice of politics, the federalist structure, and the special arrangements of political institutions. It is especially manifested in the (in)efficiency of federal government in decision-making and policy implementation. The country was once confronted with continued conflicts between authoritarianism and democracy, centralization and decentralization, and among others, which had a deep impact on the economic and political development and constituted the major part of the gevernability problem. Hence, the governability study in democratized Brazil should focus on the construction of sustainable institutions which should be able to generate both representation and efficiency at the same time.
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
