Asian-Latin American Relations: Review and Retrospect      
The Asian-Latin American relations date back to ancient times and the recorded history starts in the 16th century. They became closer in the 19th century and the early 20th century. At that time a large amount of Asians who were mainly from China, Korea, Japan, India and Indonesia arrived in Latin America as contract workers or economic migrants. Currently China has surpassed Japan and South Korea as Latin America’s major trading partner in Asia. It is also noteworthy that India, another emerging economy in Asia, is taking active actions to boost its relations with Latin America.
