The U.S. Factor in Sino-Latin American Relations (2001-2010)  

China’s relations with Latin America gained a sustained development in the past decade (2001-2010), but they are constrained by variety exterior factors such as the U.S., economic, geographic, and cultural factors. Among them, the U.S. factor is viewed as the most important one. Now there is still an intense debate in the United States over China’s role in Latin America. The U.S. government is closely following China’s action in the region, but takes a rather cautious position by refusing to claim it to be a threat. To safeguard the interests in the region, the United States also seek to boost its ties with regional countries. It is necessary for China to handle the U.S. factor with a new thinking and promote the mutual trust by making dialogue on Latin American affairs. A triangle dialogue mechanism between China, the United States and Latin America might play a positive role for deepening common understanding.（Cheng Hong, Yu Yan）
