Argentinean Energy Policy and the Sino-Argentinean Energy Cooperation   
Since 2002 Argentina is in the process of an energy policy transition which put the emphasis on enhancing government control over the energy industry. Due to investment shortage and technology deficiency, the transition is not yet concluded. In recent years Argentina has emerged to be one of China’s partners in energy production in Latin America, but the bi-national cooperation is still on initial stage. There is a large potential for them to make cooperation in the fields of oil and natural gas exploration, pipeline construction and energy equipment manufacture. Chinese energy companies try to gain oil blocks in Argentina by means of bid or merge, but they have to cautiously handle the risks due to its political instability and intense policy change.（Sun Hongbo）
