Opportunity Equity, Economic Freedom and Power Structure: Comparison and
Theoretical Critique of Latin American and East Asian Development Models  
Latin America is usually regarded by development theorists as an example of failure and on the contrary, East Asia is an example of success. By conducting a comparative study of the development processes in the two regions since World War Two, the article makes a hypothesis that a state is required to have both opportunity equity and economic freedom to achieve success; power structure is the decisive factor for a state to meet the requirement. It is concluded that the different performance of Latin America and East Asia in power structure and opportunity equity should be the core reason to explain their success and failure.（Gao Bo）
