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Abstract

Presidential and legislative elections topped Chile´s political agenda in 2009. Candidate from central-right forces, Sebastián Piñera won the presidency, ending 20 consecutive years of Concertacion’s ruling. In 2009 Chile’s macroeconomic indicators show deep recession and the government adopted active fiscal, monetary and financial policies to stimulate domestic demand and employment. As the world economy is turning for the better and counter-cyclical policies above mentioned are beginning to bear fruits, Chile’s economy embarks on gradual recovery. In order to trade-off the negative impacts of the crisis, add stakes to win the election, the Concertacion implemented poverty relief, job creating and social justice policies. Chile will become the second OECD member from Latin America. The FTA signed with Turkey lit of Chile’s diplomacy in 2009.  Sino-Chilean relations continued the trend of increasing development. 
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
