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Based on the review of Chinese and overseas scholars’ viewpoints, the article seeks to discuss the historical background and current major issues of the political relations between China and developing countries. It recognizes that the relations with developing countries are still playing a fundamental role in China’s foreign affairs, which are of special significance as a result of sixty years’ development and remain to be a key factor for China to promote international recognition. Furthermore it analyzes the major challenges to the relations which are emerged as a result of the changes of the times, the transition of global power and the increasing complexity of international affairs. It argues that it is imperative for China to inject the ideas and principles of resolving global functional issues into its strategy for constructing relations with developing countries which is usually geo-politically oriented.
