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NGOs in Latin America continue to play a crucial role in reducing poverty, launching anti-hunger and anti-illiteracy programs, and eliminating social exclusion. In recent years they are succeeded in increasing their amount, promoting their credibility and expanding the scope of action. It has been manifested that NGOs are an integrant part for the regional countries to promote sustainable development, safeguard human rights and conduct environmental protection. The article focuses attention on analyzing the relations between NGOs and the state and evaluating NGOs’ role in promoting social development. As a result of long-term interaction, there exist currently some major patterns of the state-NGO relations in the region, including Cooperation-Complementariness, Supervision-Restriction, and Opposition-Confrontation.
