Criollos and the Independence Movement in Latin America          (pp. 3-9)
Criollos were Spaniards born in Latin America who were closely related the Spanish ruling bloc. They played a leading role during the independence revolution in the region. Among Criollos there were sharp contradictions and even conflicts between the radical and the conservative. Restricted by those contradictions, independence didn’t result in any corresponding shift in social relations, nor did it result in the abolition of slavery. Criollos seized the ruling power in those newly founded republics and then followed a policy featured by class and racial oppression which is viewed as a major impediment to the capitalist development.
