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In Latin America, the independence movement in the early 19th century failed to prevent the Spanish colony to be split into tens of parts, which is widely regarded as a major failure in the regional modernization process. Due to the core and periphery structure, it is hard for developing countries including those in Latin America to achieve the conversion from the periphery to the core by conventional way. The lessons from the independence movement in Latin America show that to gain modernization, developing countries must refer to their own organizational strength and create political institutions to secure political and social stability.
