Brazilian President-elect Dilma Rousseff: Policy Choices and Challenges   (pp. 23-26)

Dilma Rousseff was the winning candidate in the 2010 presidential election. The victory was regarded as an endorsement of Lula's policies which were enacted over eight years and sparked Brazil's rise in the global economy. The Rousseff presidency will likely continue the domestic agenda set by the Lula administration. Based on that, she will probably take adjustment measures to promote investment and taxation. To consolidate the ruling position, she needs to cement the union of the ruling coalition. One of her major task is to maintain the economic sustainability against the backdrop of world economic instability.
