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The 2010 general elections in Brazil were the sixth one since the re-democratization in the 1980s. Thanks to the excellent achievements of President Lula's two terms in office, the presidential candidate Dilma Rousseff, nominated by the central-left ruling coalition, won the election. The ruling coalition managed to secure a majority in the Congress. It is noteworthy that the Workers’ Party (PT) was the biggest winner in the lower house. In addition, the ruling coalition gained a success in the gubernatorial election by winning 16 gubernatorial positions among 27 ones up for election. It shows that Brazilian politics are currently featured by the centrist-leftist parties’ outstanding role. The Workers’ Party and the Brazilian Social Democratic Party（PSDB）are emerging to be the two major players of the Brazilian party system.          (Wang Peng)
