Judiciary systems in Latin America fall into two great traditions. One is the civil law tradition and another one, the pre-Columbus Indian law tradition. Currently most regional judiciary systems are based on civil law and show the imprint of the French Civil Code. The U.S. and Spanish Constitutions have a very distinguishing influence over regional political institutions. Independence of the judiciary is regarded as a fundamental principle by regional countries. Basically a regional judiciary system is comprised by the trial, the prosecution and the judicial administration organs. It is noteworthy that the jury is also a key component of the system.
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
