An Analysis of the Chinese-Chilean Relations since 1970    （pp.38-42）
Chile was the first South American country to establish diplomatic ties with China, which took place in 1970. Ever since the bilateral relations have gained a successful development politically and economically, which is viewed as a fine model for China in promoting relations with the regional countries. China and Chile share strong economic complementarities and are undergoing respectively a sustained economic growth in recent decades, which are major incentives for economic and trade cooperation. Currently China is Chile's largest trading partner and Chile has become the second largest trading partner of China in Latin America. The most important factor is that they have attached strategic importance to the relationship and promoted it by maintaining frequent exchanges of high-level visits. The major challenges confronting the relationship are the trade imbalance as well as the imbalance between trade and investment. In addition, cooperation and exchanges in culture, education and other fields remain to be strengthened.  (He Shuangrong)
