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As developing countries, both China and those in Latin America are in the process of modernization. In the developing world, Latin American countries are the first to gain political independence and initiate modernization. On the path of modernization, they experienced a number of significant changes of social, political and economic landscape. Despite these sweeping changes, a variety of problems occurred and tortured regional countries. Latin America’s experiences offer a fertile ground to draw lessons which should be regarded as an invisible resource for China to exploit. (Han Qi)
