Russian-Brazilian Relations since the Cold War      
The USSR and Brazil first established diplomatic relations in 1945 and then restored the relationship in 1961 after 14 years of rupture. Since then they maintained a neutral but distant relationship which was limited to commercial and trade cooperation. It is noteworthy that their relations were improved in the 1970s moving from “limited engagement” to “substantial cooperation”, which is mainly due to the deterioration of the Brazilian-United States relations and Brazil’s increasing demand for economic cooperation with the USSR. As the legal successor of the USSR, Russia once weakened its relations with Brazil and shortly managed to restore bilateral cooperation in areas such as diplomatic affairs, trade and military technology. By establishing a long-term strategic partnership, the bilateral relations have been boosted to a new level.   
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
