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Abstract: The Haiti’s new government did not get the support of the parliament controlled by the opposition party in 2011, which caused the political stagnation. Economic recovery was hindered by the domestic political instability, poor post-earthquake reconstruction and other factors. The government’s incompetence on improving people's living conditions led to the rising of public discontent and increased the possibility of social unrest. Haitians’ dissatisfaction with the MINUSTAH was stronger, and the United States’ impact on Haiti would further deepen. 
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
