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After the WWⅡ, Brazil’s geopolitical thinking was based on geopolitical status, internal governance, international relations and foreign strategy. It regarded security and development as the core element and attached importance to territorial control and the dominance of regional affairs, targeting at Brazil’s rising to be a world power. Its foundation is the classical geopolitical theories and therefore it is featured by aggressiveness and the power politics orientation. It is worth of attention that when discussing geopolitics, some Brazilian scholars made especially impressive explanations on narrowing regional disparity and promoting a balanced development. The geopolitical thinking had extensive and profound influences over Brazil’s domestic and international policies from the end of the WWⅡ to the 1980s. It rose to be a state ideology after the military came into power in 1964. But, a number of policies and measures formulated according to it failed to gain expected outcomes, which wavered its authoritative status.
