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Similar to other Latin American countries, Argentina experienced an arduous course in the process of modernization. Its option of modernization strategies varied in different periods as a result of complex interaction of international and domestic factors. Argentina’s external relations were subject to its modernization strategies. Since World War II, Argentina underwent three modernization stages, including the import substitute industrialization, the neo-liberal reform, and the post-liberal adjustments in the 21st century. Corresponding to the above-mentioned stages, Argentina pursued diplomatic strategies of “third position”, “peripheral realism” and multilateral diplomacy.
