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With strong enthusiasm in developing a participation democracy, Venezuelan President Hugo Chavez continued to explore the path of popular participation. During the process, the communal council and the commune were established successively. As organizations of local autonomy, they are the embodiment of popular will and break a new path for applying popular power, facilitating civilians to enjoy a larger say in public affairs management. It is proved that they are playing an increasingly important role in promoting the development of civil society, which will serve as a momentum from below to top to push Venezuela’s political transformation from state centralization to the civil rule.
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
