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The indigenous people issues are of common attention in Latin America. Based on the development of civil society in the region, the indigenous people are gradually enhancing their awareness of civil rights. In recent tens of years, a number of regional countries have launched constitutional reforms following neo-constitutionalist doctrines, which tend to recognize basic rights of the indigenous people. It is remarkable that those reforms grants them the institutional guarantee of safeguarding their civil rights and therefore lay a foundation for resolving the indigenous people issues.
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
