Income Distribution and Social Policy in Chile
Chile has witnessed a significant progress in poverty reduction since the 1990s. Now its poverty rate is among the lowest in Latin American countries. However, among OECD countries, Chile still has the highest Gini coefficient, which means that it is pressing for it to take measures to close the income distribution gap with developed countries. The article reviews the historical evolution of income redistribution in Chile in the last 20 years as well as the latest trend and then conducts an analysis of what role of social protection has played in poverty alleviation. It focuses attention on analyzing the role of the Conditional Cash Transfer plan implemented by Chile in recent years based on the case studies of the “Chilean Solidario” program and the “Solidarity Pension”.
