Poverty in Argentina: Review and Lessons

The household poverty rate was less than five percent in Argentina during the 1970s. After this, a sharp rise of poverty rate occurred to the county. In the following two decades, than half of the population were once under poverty line. Then the rate decreased to below twenty percent in the 1990s. Now it is less than ten percent. By this way Argentina presents an extremely violent fluctuation of poverty rate. The article reviews the process since the 1970s and then draws a conclusion that the change of poverty rate in Argentina was not only a result of economic production, but also a result of the change of policy orientation.
